Even though no leftist government has

ever eradicated "injustice, inequality and unfairness," and indeed without exception has

demonstrably made those problems worse, the left has succeeded in appropriating the terminology

of moral superiority, and that's all they really want. While the right candidly admits that the flawed

human heart meanders its way to a better world in fits and starts, the left insists that utopia is just

around the corner, if only the recalcitrant masses would get in line and follow the program, which



always turns out to be a program of naivete and a recipe for disaster.

I waited before writing this. I deliberated for quite a while before giving it five stars. It deserves five

stars for the effort the author went through to document the story alone, not to mention the research.

I deliberated because it was not a pleasant book to read. Much like the attack on the World Trade

Center it is difficult to relive. The book itself is well assembled and properly presented, it is just

painful to look at the ugliness of his presidency and the damage he and his crony's did to the

American people and our country.
