Kids will especially enjoy the section on pranks pulled by previous
presidents. Oddly, this book is not organized chronologically, nor is each segment broken down into
any rational sequence. Overall, the style is funny and lighthearted. Being a kid isn’t always easy,
even for those on the path for greatness, like many of these men. The further reading at the end of
book provides a nice resource for those who want to learn more about their favorite resident of the
Oval Office.
