during the nineteenth and twentieth centuries, and ending with the current protests against

continued American imperialism, Zinn in the volumes of A Young PeopleÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s History of the

United States presents a radical new way of understanding AmericaÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s history. In so doing,

he reminds readers that AmericaÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s true greatness is shaped by our dissident voices, not

our military generals.
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The visionary historical work of professor and activist HOWARD ZINN (1922Ã¢â‚¬â€œ2010) is

widely considered one of the most important and influential of our era.
