This is a pretty good book with beautiful examples of Kuniyoshi’s prints. Unfortunately, the front note
and the captions in the Seichu gishi den series incorrectly indicate the main antagonist to be "Kono
Moronao". It should be Kira Kozukenosuke. Considering the popularity the 47 Ronin story, it's
amazing to me that someone who took the time to research the captions of the prints could not get
the name of the antagonist right. Ko no Moronao was indeed a real person but from an entirely
different era, figuring prominently as a leading general for the Ashikaga clan at the beginning of the
Muromachi Era. If Grafton’s main role was to write the captions and was unsuccessful in accurately

doing so, | do not feel this rates more than 3 stars.

Very nicely done. | wouldn’t mind a complete series on the artist's work--since most of us will never
be able to afford the original or even full size prints.| would have liked a little more description and
analysis, too, but that's too much to expect for something this affordable. While its a paperback, it's

solidly constructed of high quality paper. A delightful book to browse for inspiration.

Each one comes with a
description at the bottom and the beginning of the book offers an explanation of the layout of each
print. Definitely worth the buy if you're into samurai, Japan, or Japanese art.My ONLY wish would
be making the descriptions longer and providing more to read on each picture, but the paragraph

provided does the trick well enough.
