The insistence that
adopted people ignore their human rights and stay "positive" dismisses the crimes against families
and children, and has resulted in the continuation of profits over people. Because few have heard
the voices of adoptees from Asia, Africa is now targeted and hailed as the next best harvesting
grounds. A A A A After years of forced "positivity" led by the profiteers, it is time to be real. These
are real stories from real adopted people--no longer serving the adoption pioneers&apos; fanciful
wishes and advertising campaigns.A A A A Read this book before you pay adoption agency fees.

What | tell myself though is that it’s probably too late, she’s probably
dead. | always wondered why it cost so much to adopt a child from Korea (approx.. $30K in the US).
A friend of mine was stationed in Korea - he and his wife were able to adopt a baby girl then and it
only cost them about $6K. So where is the delta going to? Are Koreans in Korea profiting from the

sale of "orphans?"
