I’'m not nuts about the selection of patterns, but the patterns that are there are well-written and
definitely meant to hold the less-experienced knitter's (moi) hand. Patterns in the knitting and
crocheting world are usually written with just the stitches, leaving the knitter to guess what the
outcome should look like. Not this little book, though their method succeeds to varying degrees.
That said, pictures, in addition to the written hand-holding, for each stage of creation sure would be
nice. Still, it's a good, basic book for getting started with making stockings. | don’t regret the
