Reading this book is a pleasure, I'm just about done with it, but it's a good read, classic stories, and
a few good laughs in between. | would recommend it to anyone, of any age, anywhere, any time.
The one thing | would critique though is that | feel like the author changed some words to make it
seem more modern, and | think it detracts from the story (e.g. they use the word chemist instead of
alchemist). Otherwise you will recognize a LOT of the stories in this book from your childhood, and

then you will understand where they came from.

My wife and | were looking for a collection of the Arabian Nights stories that was authentic, yet also



family friendly, since we intended them as bedtime stories for our children. This book gave us
exactly what we were looking for. The stories have the feel of the Middle East and contain region
and culture appropriate analogies that will be foreign to most.

| was looking for a version of the story that | could read out loud with my 7yo daughter to give her an
introduction to the monumental work. Although more "authentic" translations such as Burton’s may
be nice for the highly literate adult, there is no way that I could tolerate reading it out loud to
someone. It would have been nice to have more of the stories included, but many of the major ones
are in place and creat the jumping off place for literary discussion of the origin of some of our more
modern tales to which a child would have been exposed.If you are looking for a lighter version of the
stories or want a quicker read to get an overview of the historial relevance, this version is for you. If
you are wanting to read out loud, this is a nice version. If you are looking for the full force, heavy

duty experience, then this is not for you. Go find Burton’s multi-volume set.
